A. Accounting Practices

The accompanying statutory-basis financial statements of Talcott Resolution International Life Reassurance Corporation (the “Company” or “TIL”) have been prepared 
in conformity with statutory accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of Connecticut Insurance Department (“the Department”).  The Department 
recognizes only statutory accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of Connecticut for determining and reporting the financial condition and results of 
operations of an insurance company and for determining solvency under the State of Connecticut Insurance Law.  The National Association of Insurance 
Commissioners’ Accounting Practices and Procedures Manual (“NAIC SAP”) has been adopted as a component of prescribed practices by the State of Connecticut.

B.  Use of Estimates in the Preparation of the Financial Statements 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with the National Association of Insurance Commissioners (”NAIC”) Annual Statement Instructions and NAIC SAP 
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at 
the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reported periods.  Actual results could differ from those estimates.  
The most significant estimates include those used in determining the liability for aggregate reserves for future benefits and the liability for premium and other deposit 
funds.  Although some variability is inherent in these estimates, management believes the amounts provided are adequate.  

C. Accounting Policy 

Life premiums are recognized as income over the premium paying period of the related policies.  

Expenses incurred in connection with acquiring new insurance business, including such acquisition costs as sales commissions, are charged to operations as incurred.  
Expenses incurred are reduced for ceding allowances received or receivable. 

In addition, the Company uses the following accounting policies: 

1. Short-term investments include all investments whose maturities, at the time of acquisition, are one year or less and are stated at amortized cost. 

2. Other than loan-backed and structured securities, investments in unaffiliated bonds rated in NAIC classes 1 through 5 are carried at amortized cost, and 
unaffiliated bonds rated in NAIC class 6 are carried at the lower of amortized cost or fair value. 

3. The Company has no investments in common stocks. 

4. The Company has no investments in preferred stocks. 

5. The Company has no investments in mortgage loans. 

6. The Company has no investments in loan-backed bond and structured securities. 

7. The Company has no investments in subsidiaries. 

8. The Company has no investments in joint ventures, partnerships, and limited liability companies. 

9. The Company has no investments in derivatives. 

10. The Company considers anticipated investment income as a factor in the premium deficiency calculation in accordance with SSAP No. 54 - 
Revised, Individual and Group Accident and Health Contracts.   

11. The Company does not have any accident and health policies. 

12. The Company’s capitalization policy changed effective January 1, 2020 when the Company adopted the revisions to SSAP No. 16R – Electronic 
Data Processing Equipment and Software related to customer's accounting for the implementation cost incurred in a cloud computing arrangement 
that is a service contract.  The Company adopted the guidance on a prospective basis to all implementation costs incurred after the date of 
adoption.  Upon adoption, hosting arrangements that are service contracts will capitalize implementation costs as nonoperating system software 
and report them as a nonadmitted asset.  These implementation costs will be recognized as each component of the hosting arrangement is ready 
for its intended use.  Hosting arrangements that are not service contracts will be amortized over the lesser of the term of the hosting agreement for 
up to five years. This change in policy did not have a material impact on the financial statements.

The revised guidance requires reporting derivatives gross of 
any amounts owed to/from the reporting entity from the acquisition or writing of the derivative (derivative premiums payable and receivable).  Upon 
adoption, the Company will separately report derivative premiums payable and receivable as components of Receivables from securities and Payables for 
securities reflecting amounts currently netted in Derivatives assets and Derivatives liabilities for derivatives which include financing components.  

In 2020, the NAIC revised SSAP No. 32 – Preferred Stock to update definitions, measurement, and impairment guidance for preferred stock.  Adoption of 
this guidance will modify the measurement of the Company’s perpetual preferred stock with NAIC ratings 1-3 from amortized cost to fair value.  This is 
effective January 1, 2021 with early adoption permitted in 2020.  The Company will adopt this guidance in 2021, and the impact is not expected to be 
material to the Company.
